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The Rotunda at Neiman Marcus
Paul Verdier, grandson of Felix Verdier who opened the first Ville de Paris in San Francisco in 1851, opened the final City of Paris in 1907.  In the late 1970’s the building was purchased by Neiman Marcus.  It was designed by three noted architects, all alumni of the Ecole des Beaux Arts of Paris.  The Rotunda is in the style of Louis XVI giving an open view to all floors.  The stained glass dome depicts the “Ville de Paris” in full sail.
Barney Brown is the Executive Chef for the Rotunda at Neiman Marcus.  He trained at the Culinary Institute of America in Hyde Park and completed his training at Le Cirque in New York.  When he came to San Francisco he was mentored by former Kennedy White House Chef, Rene Verdon.  Brown’s expertise with a wide variety of Asian foods and flavors enables him to develop menus of Japanese and European infusion while creatively using local products.
